ACADEMIC REGALIA 

The formal academic dress worn today originated more than 600 years ago. 
The apparel has changed little in appearance but has taken on a significant 
role in identifying the degree and alma mater of its wearer. 
 
Gowns for those with bachelor’s degrees have pointed sleeves; those with 
master’s degrees wear oblong sleeves and holders of doctoral degrees wear 
bell-shaped sleeves. Doctoral gowns have velvet facing on the front and 
three velvet stripes on each side. Hoods indicate the colors of the institution 
from which the degree was received and the color of the hood’s border 
represents the academic discipline in which the degree was earned. Some of 
the more common disciplines are listed below:

Dr. Joseph D. Armstrong graduated cum laude with a BS in Chemistry and Mathe-

matics from Pfeiffer College in 1982. He earned his Ph.D. in Organic Chemistry 

from the University of Colorado Boulder and completed his postdoctoral research 

at the University of Virginia. As a boy, he told his Momma, Norma Armstrong, that 

he “wanted to make a difference and help people.” Years later, he attended a lec-

ture by Pfeiffer professor Dr. Steve Dial, who said, “The way to help the most peo-

ple is to go into pharmaceutical research.” From that moment, Dr. Armstrong dedi-

cated his life to pursuing that dream.  

Dr. Armstrong is a high energy scientific leader with extensive experience across all 

aspects of the drug development process. During his 28-year career at Merck & Co. 

Inc, he co-led the filing of the FDA new drug application for JANUVIA®  in less 

than 4 years – well ahead of the typical 10-to-12 year timeline – helping generate 

approximately $75 billion and benefiting more than 50 million people worldwide. 

His abilities were consistently recognized, resulting in increasing responsibility, in-

cluding leadership of sites in the United Kingdom, Japan, and Montreal, and culmi-

nating in his service as Executive Director. 

In 2019, Dr. Armstrong co-founded TCG GreenChem. Inc., a global contract de-

velopment and manufacturing organization focused on innovative  research, devel-

opment, and manufacturing solutions for the pharma industry where he serves as 

Chief Marketing Officer. 

Extending his commitment to helping others, and driven by a vision to preserve 

indigenous heritage, Dr. Armstrong co-founded Chakarunas SRL 

(“Bridgebuilders”) with Sergio Cam. The organization exports fair-trade maca glob-

ally and, since 1998, has supported approximately 10,000 Quechua families, provid-

ing sustainable livelihoods that protect traditional ways of life and help prevent the 

displacement of highland communities. 

Dr. Armstrong is blessed to be husband to Dr. Helen Armstrong, and father to two 

highly accomplished daughters, Maddy and Kate.
